
2010 Request for Proposals

The Arkansas Chapter, American Academy of Pediatrics Foundation will provide up to 4 grants, (each grant will not exceed $1000) to promote community-based projects that support children’s health and advocacy.   Grants will be in the range of $100 to $1000, based on the scope of proposed activities.  

Eligible Persons.  Any current member of the Arkansas Chapter of the American Academy of Pediatrics.  Note:  Applicants must be a member of the state chapter.  

Proposal Due Date.  Proposals must be postmarked no later than August 15, 2010.  Final selections will be made after the deadline and awardees will be announced at the 2010 Annual Business Meeting of the Arkansas Chapter, American Academy of Pediatrics.  This year’s meeting will be held on Friday, September 17, 2010 from 5:30-7:00 pm at the Arlington Hotel in Hot Springs.

Applicants must attach a proposed budget.  Up to two pages of relevant support materials will be accepted with the application form and budget.  Mail (do not fax) 5 copies of the complete proposal to:

Criteria for Awards.  Priority consideration will be given to:

State chapter member initiated, community-based activities, which respond to emerging child health issues and generate new knowledge about the best way to care for children.  Priority will be given to proposals that align with the national AAP Agenda for Children.  The current AAP Agenda for Children includes:  improved health of children in foster care, early brain and child development, oral health, mental health, immunizations, disaster preparedness, obesity and tobacco, medical home and finance.  

Please note that selected applicants must be prepared to make a short presentation regarding the funded project and how the funds were used at the 2011 Annual Business Meeting.
